1. Describe your role as Executive Director of the ENMU Foundation?

| am very fortunate to have a dedicated board of directors, a great boss with ENMU President Dr. Steven Gamble and the most
ideal staff. We have a limited budget with a primary focus to fund ENMU scholarships. So everything we do is targeted with
the ultimate goal of helping ENMU students. As Executive Director, my position varies every day from working with the invest-
ment committee reviewing and managing the foundation investments to cultivating donors. We are a small office with just four
of us on staff. The women | work with are all experts at what they do and | rely on them tremendously for our successes and
overcoming challenges that have occurred. As E.D. of a “small shop”, there is a perfect balance in being able to oversee and
be hands-on the foundation operations and the fundraising efforts. I'm fortunate that the college deans and staff around cam-
pus (with a little guidance) are eager to fundraise and host campaigns for their specific colleges and/or programs because our
office can’t possibly do it all.

2. What does AFP mean to you?

About twelve years ago, | was a recipient of one of the AFP New Mexico Chapter young professional scholarships that allowed
me the opportunity to attend one of the AFP International conferences. At the time we lived in Rio Rancho and | was able to
participate in the monthly AFP chapter meetings in Albuquerque. My AFP-NM colleagues were so helpful in providing guid-
ance and advice that gave me the confidence to step out of my comfort zone and grow as a development director. I'm espe-
cially grateful to Jan Hosea for being one of my mentors. Her advice came in handy when | needed it most. Now that we live in
Portales, it is difficult to attend the meetings and | miss the professional interaction and fellowship with the AFP members. A
few years ago, | helped coordinate two AFP audio conferences for non profits on the eastern side of the state. There is a need
to cultivate collaborations, professional contacts and continuing education opportunities for this population. However, budgets
and time are limited which makes expanding AFP to this region a real challenge.

3. How long you have been in the fundraising?

| originally started out in public relations working for Eastern Wyoming College in the early 90’s. Then marrying my husband
and moving to Rio Rancho opened the door to my first development position with United Way of Central New Mexico in 1996. |
remember working with La Donna Hopkins and looking up to her professionally (even though | was much taller than her). I'm
thrilled that she is being honored this year on Philanthropy Day as the Outstanding Fundraising Professional. After United
Way, | worked for the Animal Humane Association of New Mexico and the American Cancer Society before returning to my
alma mater, Eastern New Mexico University, to run the ENMU Foundation in 2000. Now over nine years later, I'm still here and
still love what | do.

4. |Is there anything you may wish to add about your career and/or interests?

Fellow AFP members, Jan Hosea and Pam Hurd-Knief both encouraged me to work on my master of arts in Philanthropy &
Development from St. Mary’s University in Winona, MN. They were both graduates of the program and spoke highly about the
quality education and the convenient summer class schedule. | couldn’t pass it up and am thankful that they shared this edu-

cational oBBortunitz with me. It was the ideal advanced degree Erogram for me.
